Teachers are beginning 
to discover how to engage in 
various observation formats for 
the benefit of student 
engagement.

Science teachers used release 
time for observation and vertical 
collaboration. 
 
Science teachers used forms 
created by leadership team to 
gather data. Students were 
surveyed via Survey Monkey. 
 
100% of Begich MS students 
had teachers involved in the 
observation process. 
 

 What did you learn from your inquiry? How 
do you know? 
Science teachers coordinated school-wide 
science curriculum to ensure students are/will 
be exposed to best practices and all Begich 
MS science initiatives.   
Based on student feedback: 
ÅThe majority of students exposed to the 
varied science curriculum want to be in class 
when new lessons are launched. 
ÅThe majority of students feel more engaged 
after these coordinated lessons were 
arranged. 
ÅThe majority of students earn better grades 
after being exposed to outcomes from the 
science coordination meeting.
