


What is Tech Prep?

Tech Prep offers University credit
to students who complete courses
that meet college-level standards.
Students receive technical and
academic preparation in specific
career fields and get a head start on a college degree or
certificate. Tech Prep courses are approved by UAA and
follow University curriculum guidelines.

Steps to Obtain UAA Tech Prep Credit

1. Enroll in identified Tech Prep courses at your high 3. Pay registration fee.
school or partner institution.*

4. Successfully complete course work.
