Practitioner (FNP) Program focused on primary care of patients throughout the lifespan. 
In prior years, the course included 180 clinical hours. However, because this course 
incorporates all the specialty areas of the program, it has been determined that the 
majority of clinical hours should be allotted to this final course. A total of 60 hours will be 
added to the family practice clinical experience to increase the total of clinical hours to 
240 for the semester, thus increasing course credits from 5 to 6.   
 
The added clinical hours for NS A663 will be taken from NS A662, a course focused on 
adult health and illness. NS A662 will decrease clinical hours from 240 to 180, with a 
subsequent decrease in course credits, from 6 to 5.   
 
Because the total number of clinical credits for NS A663 is significant at 240 hours, it 
may be necessary for some student s to extend the timeframe for completing the clinical 
component to one additional semester. NS A663 will be offered with an option for the 
clinical component of 240 hours along with the didactic component to be completed in 
the spring semester for a total of 6 credits. The second option will consist of all didactic 
and at least 120 clinical hours to be completed in the spring semester for a total of 4 
credits. The additional 120 clinical hours will comprise an additional 2 credits to be 
completed in the immediately following summer semester. These final 2 clinical credits 
must be completed within the next semester for NS A663 in order to successfully pass 
the course.

Supporting Documentation for Change in Clinical Hours for NS A663 
 

NS A663 is the final didactic and clinical course focused on primary care of patients 
throughout the lifespan.  This course is the final and most significant component of 
incorporation of all the specialty courses offered in the program. The course is expected 
to round out the learning from prior courses and incorporate disease processes and age 
related variations into the clinical experiences. This is the capstone course for the 
program. The number of clinical hours offered in this course has been somewhat limited 
at 180 hours, which is less than one of the specialty courses for adult health and illness, 
which had been 240 clinical hours.  
 
Because the core of the program is family practice, it is only logical that the majority of 
clinical time be allotted to family practice providing a more intense foundation of clinical 
experience in the entire spectrum of family practice. The proposed change for NS A663, 
will be to increase clinical hours from 180 to 240, with a subsequent increase of credits 
from 5 to 6. This will allow for the additional 60 clinical hours to be taken from NS A662.  
NS A662 will decrease from 240 to 180 clinical hours, with a subsequent decrease of 
credit hours from 6 to 5.  
 
The addition of 60 clinical hours for a total of 240 clinical hours to the final semester 
may pose a hardship for some students. Students who wish to complete all their clinical 
hours in the spring semester may do that. An option for students to have two semesters 
to complete their clinical experience will allow students who need more flexibility of time 
because of work and/or family situation would still allow them to have appropriate 
learning experiences and maintaining the time proximity to the didactic portion of the 
course. The clinical time can be divided into two segments of 120 hours, so that the first 
segment is completed in conjunction with the didactic component and the second 120 
hours may be completed separately in the following semester.  Students must complete 
the clinical experience within the next summer semester in order to successfully 
complete the course.
