B. Clarification of procedures on curriculum submissions (pg. 72-73) 
 

• Definition of academic policy change: in catalog, approved by BOR 
• If you clarify language and it change meaning then it is a policy change 
• Handbook is a book of policy and regulations 
• Procedures are agreed upon 
• Need to clarify what needs to be reviewed by Faculty Senate 
• Cognizant reprehensive memo is just a procedure (what we choose to do), does not have to 

be approved by Faculty Senate 
• Detailed language that tightens our schedule (9:00/ 5:00 curriculum due) (10 year review 

cycle) is  
• Handbook is first reference for faculty on curriculum procedure 
• Curriculum process is a policy 

 
Policy- Addresses or identifies authority, identifies departments overall requirements that 
set the outcomes necessary, and sets standards (ex. have to provide UAB appropriate CCG) 
Procedure- Implementation of those policies are procedural issues (ex. Timing of 
submission, format of submission, establishing quorum)  
 
Rejection of defective curriculum should not just be in the hands of Governance Office 
If UAB chair decides that something is not acceptable, he has authority to refuse material 
for review. 
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Board reaffirms decision that UAB Chair has authority to set agenda and make decision to 
refuse material for review. If it is rejected, it goes back to the previous level of review (back 
to the last signature, it does not go back to the initiator.
