
Chandler Lee Braley was born April 25, 1983, in Fairbanks and attended local 
schools through 10th grade. He was an honor student.

Mr. Braley spent his junior and senior high school years at the Walnut Hill School 
for the Arts in Massachusetts, where as a member of the dance ensemble. He 
performed at Lincoln Center. 

He was a fourth-year student at the University of Alaska Anchorage, where under 
the instruction of his professor and mentor Brian Jeffrey, he choreographed dances 
and performed with the UAA Dance Ensemble.

A friend wrote: "Although dance was his major interest, he was also a talented actor, 
appearing in 'Westside Story,' 'The Secret Garden,' 'Gypsy' and other 
productions. He received many awards for excellence in violin, dance, voice and 
writing. He was a charismatic, loving young man who leaves behind many friends, 
all of whose lives were changed by his infectious enthusiasm for the arts.

Mr. Braley wrote in 2005: 'When people refer to "The Arts" they typically mean visual 
art, music, theater, creative writing and dance. Although Fairbanks is a small town, 
I was able to study a bit in all these areas when I was young. My parents made sure 
to encourage my convictions wholeheartedly. Consequently my brother and 
I grew up in a household that was full of intellectual stimulation and cultural 
awareness.' 

Mr. Braley died January 2006 in Anchorage, Alaska.
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
