How to fill out the form:
1) Revise all gray colored slots in the digital form with your personal information either by typing in manually or selecting from the associated dropdown lists. You can clear the selection by pressing the delete button.
2) For engineering club support, PM is short for Project Manager. If you believe the club you are associated in is not included, please briefly describe in the box below the question your involvement in the alternative club.
3) The last question on the application is very important. To be eligible for a Department Fellowship you must have the endorsement of a CE, AE (graduate only), or AEST (graduate only) faculty supporting your academic and extracurricular activity. The endorsement must be an email sent from the endorsing faculty to the applicant.
4) Digital application documents must be emailed to Dr. Aaron Dotson (addotson@uaa.alaska.edu) and include the application document (excel) and a PDF copy of the email where you were endorsed by an appropriate faculty member. 

Notes: 
1) If you are awarded the Department Fellowship, your acceptance of the fellowship will require nominal service requirements to the department and your name will be publicized as an awardee.
2) This application is ONLY for the Spring 2012 semester; a call for applications will be posted prior to each fall and spring semester when Department Fellowship funding is available.
