AWARE, Inc. offers confidential services to victims of domestic violence and sexual assault. AWARE provides far reaching prevention and intervention services in Northern Southeast Alaska (including Yakutat, Haines, Skagway, Klukwan, Gustavus, Hoonah, Tenakee Springs, Elfin Cove, and Pelican). AWARE offers comprehensive residential and community based services.

A student could expect to be involved with emergency services that include safe shelter, crisis intervention, transportation to shelter, and a 24 hour crisis line. Other AWARE services include systems advocacy, safety planning, counseling for children, and educational programming. AWARE provides public presentations and professional trainings on domestic violence, sexual assault, and child abuse and neglect. AWARE also coordinates the Juneau Batterers Accountability Program (JBAP) and Teens Resisting Abuse and Initiating Non-violence (TRAIN).

A student could expect to conduct research related to aging, funding sources, legislative issues, and the delivery of services to individuals with age related diseases. A student could also expect to be involved with obtaining and compiling data from Alaska service providers and assisted living and nursing homes to determine services and eligibility and what changes are needed to determine current and future service needs. 

The student could expect to assist the Commission with its advocacy activities, track proposed legislation and help develop a joint advocacy agenda. The student would most likely track proposed legislation and the operating budget for any issues with funding impacting senior services particularly Medicare programs. Activities would include attending legislative committee hearings, and drafting advocacy position papers for review and consideration by the ACoA Legislative Advocacy Committee

A student placed at the Bartlett Regional Hospital Mental Health Unit would have the opportunity to conduct social work assessments, work on discharge placements, co-facilitate groups, observe individual therapy, and work with patients 1:1 who are in psychiatric crisis. 

The MHU is an acute, locked, inpatient psychiatric hospital that serves all of Southeast Alaska. The MHU team consists of a psychiatrist, case manager, social workers, clinical coordinator, nurses, mental health aides, and activity coordinator. The MHU provides crisis stabilization services and detoxification services to a wide range of individuals.

This agency offers general family practice services, a midwifery clinic and birth center, doula services, Strength in Families program, and a donated health care program. A student could be expected to meet with clients, listen to their needs, and assist them in navigating applicable social services. This would include assistance with choosing appropriate services, scheduling appointments, filling out necessary forms, acting as liaison with agencies and clients, reminder calls, and follow-up. The position will require an understanding and respect for all cultures and the family unit, and the ability to listen and work with a client towards empowerment and self- sufficiency. Clients may include (but not limited to) pregnant women and teens, families with young children, substance abuse sufferers, clients with chronic pain and/or disabilities, the homeless, and the elderly.
