The position will require an understanding and respect for all cultures and the family unit, and the ability to listen and work with a client towards empowerment and self sufficiency. Clients may include (but not limited to) pregnant women and teens, families with young children, substance abuse sufferers, clients with chronic pain and/or disabilities, the homeless, and the elderly.
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
