ADMISSION CRITERIA
Submitted material is reviewed and evaluated by the Social Work faculty to determine the student’s overall readiness and appropriateness for admission to the Social Work program and to SWK A430 and SWK A495A, Social Work Practice III and Social Work Practicum I.

Also considered in the field determination is the availability of an appropriate Field Education site, availability of a designated field instructor selected by the BSW program, and the availability of University liaison resources to ensure a quality placement experience for students, agencies and clients. It is the role of the Field Education Coordinator to find and arrange for student placement sites. Students may not negotiate placement sites on their own.

Completion of all identified requirements does not ensure admission to the program or entry into SWK A430 and A495A, Social Work Practice and Social Work Practicum.

Felony Policy as stated in the BSW Handbook: The School of Social Work BSW Admissions Committee will, at its discretion, deny an applicant admission if the committee finds that the applicant’s history of felony or misdemeanor convictions make the applicant unfit for social work practice. The committee will consider the number and recentness of any convictions, and the relationship those convictions may have on practice. Notwithstanding the above, a person who has been convicted of a felony crime against a person, as described in AS 11.41, within the ten years before the date of application, is unfit for admission to the BSW Program and will be denied.

Please note: In order to complete the application process, all students accepted for Field Education placement will be required to complete and sign a Disclosure Statement during their Field Interview with the Field Education Coordinator in April 2012.

4. Please describe a challenging situation that a social worker might face. What personal and professional attributes and skills would you bring to this particular situation?

5. Please share an experience of when you have been able to help someone. What were your thoughts, feelings, and reactions about being a helper? Please explain how that experience may be significant in relation to your desire to become a social worker?

6. For only those students re-applying to the BSW program: How are you better prepared for the program and field work now than the last time you applied?
