THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That you should use “enacted” when dealing with bills, and “resolved” when dealing with resolutions; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That a bill shall deal with appropriations, job descriptions, or other legislation which, when enacted, shall have a binding effect; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That a referenda shall deal with constitutional amendments to be sent forward for a vote by the student body; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That a resolution shall deal with the internal operations of the Assembly and opinions of the Assembly, including bylaw changes; and

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That the following shall be an example of a resolved clause that endorses a document presented to the Assembly; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That the Thirty-Seventh Assembly of the Union of Students of the University of Alaska Anchorage hereby endorse the 2007-08 bylaws of the University Facility Fee Advisory Board; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED/RESOLVED
That the following shows an example of an enacted clause that formally amends the Bylaws; and,

THEREFORE BE IT HEREBY FURTHER ENACTED
That Section XXX of Article XX of the Bylaws of the Union of Students of the University of Alaska Anchorage be amended to read as follows:
