Golden Rules of Simulation
1. Vegas Mentality at all Times – Just like in Las Vegas – what happens in this simulation room, stays in this simulation room. Please don’t discuss the scenario or interventions with anyone other than your current group members or instructor. We want every user to have the same opportunity for a first time experience. Do not share information because we are also practicing HIPAA confidentiality just like you would encounter in the clinical setting. 
2. You have to make mistakes! You WILL make mistakes. We WANT you to make mistakes. This is a safe learning environment that allows users to make mistakes without harm. The point of this experience is to take your mistakes and turn them into learning experiences. This is truly a learning experience being provided to enhance your clinical knowledge and time. We would rather you make mistakes in this simulation room rather than in the actual clinical setting.
3. Don’t Waste Your Time - Treat this like an actual professional setting. Act as if you are truly taking care of a patient in a real hospital room. Use your time to practice skills as well as professionalism, communication, delegation, team work, and critical thinking.

4. DO NO HARM - We all want to make sure that we DO NO HARM when caring for patients. Simulation is another tool to help prevent this from occurring in the clinical setting.
